Guest Speaker:
Cindy Lemke from Sally Foster/Entertainment Fundraising spoke to us about our fundraising options with Sally Foster/Entertainment Fundraising.  We have the option of selling Sally Foster, cookie dough, and/or Entertainment Books.  We can do any combination of these we feel would work best for our school.  The profit for Sally Foster is 40% and the profit for the cookie dough is also 40%. If our school reaches gross sales of $25,000 in orders, our profit increases to 50%.  If we sell all three items, our profit per Entertainment Book would be $12 each.  Cindy provided us with treats and gift bags containing wrapping paper and other Sally Foster items, along with an Entertainment Book!  Thank you Cindy!
