OLD BUSINESS:

· GES Dines Out: Jody Meidam provided us with an update.  The Dines Out at Texas Road House resulted in GES receiving $100!.  At the Culver’s Dines Out GES received 10% of the restaurants sales, which totaled $322 for our school. Great job everyone!

· Bulletin Board: A huge thank you to Jen Honts, who has done a fantastic job on the bulletin board in the lobby.  She has agreed to continue to take care of the bulletin board for us.  Thank you Jen!

· Fundraiser: The Great American Company, Cookie and Entertainment Book fundraisers are complete.  The profit to GES for the Great American Company and cookie dough fundraiser is approximately $12,371.85 and approximately $600 to $700 from the internet.  Our profit from the Entertainment Book fundraiser was approximately $5,580.
